This task will focus on the author’s use of words and phrases to express 
the feelings the main character experienced when searching for his 
giggle. Using the graphic organizer students will identify two major 
feelings the main character had during the story. They will write those 
emotions (happiness, sadness, anger, etc.) at the bottom of the graphic 
organizer (rectangle shape) then go through the text finding words and 
phrases the author used to let us know the character was feeling that 
way. Students will write their evidence in the thought bubbles.
